Sermon Starter — Thanksgiving: Give Thanks to The Lord
Psalm 107

Meister Eckhart said, “If the only prayer we ever pray is ‘thank you,” that will suffice.” Do
you agree? What makes thankfulness an essential spiritual practice? Through the prayers of
desire, praise, confession, lament, justice, and thanksgiving, we have been invited to expand
our communion with God. As a way of thanking God for faithfulness in this series, consider
inviting several persons to offer brief statements about their experience. Some of these might
be individuals or families reflecting on a particular prayer practice; others might be congrega-
tional leaders who reflect more corporately on what has happened during the series. Con-
clude with prayers of thanksgiving for God’s steadfast love in the congregation.
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
